GREEN FORM

This form is available from the Award website (www.theaward.org) and
MUST be completed and returned to the Secretary of the appropriate

section of the Award. Others help out in charity shops so here is an
opportunity to combine the two by helping to raise money for Scouting

Expedition Panel for all Gold Expeditions. If an assessor is required 2
copies of the form (+ tracings) should be sent to the Panel at least 6 weeks
before the venture. If assessment is to be undertaken by a suitably
qualified person from within Scouting then the form should be submitted
4 weeks in advance. It is also a requirement of the notification process
that a copy be sent to the Operating Authority (ie the County D of E
Advisor)

This green form should also be submitted if ‘wild country’
areas are to be used for Bronze/Silver Expeditions. For the Peak
District this is anywhere north of the 85 northing grid line.

RED FORM

This is a new form which has been introduced by the Peak Panel this year.
This form is for notification of all ventures held in ‘normal country’
which is everywhere on Explorer OL24 White Peak map & all the area up
to grid line 85 on the OL1 Explorer Dark Peak map including the Mam
Tor ridge.

Completion of this form is to enable the Peak District National Park
Authority to gather statistics on the number of young people visiting the
Park. Also it will enable the Peak Panel to more closely understand the
movement of Award groups within the Park and to enable them to give
advice as appropriate.

The Red Form should be sent to the Peak Panel at least 4 weeks
before the start of the venture.

can be found in the pits and how they tested
for them. lan also explained up until 1996,
canaries were used underground to detect
gas, as they have very little lungs. This
should give the men time to get out of the
area if gas was detected.

The Cubs paired up and were issued
with a headlamp to carry and battery
between them — teamwork! The batteries
were quite heavy and one was accidentally
dropped onto their partner’s toes. Some
had individual torches to use instead.

Underneath the Mines Rescue Centre
there are various man made caverns that are
designed to simulate a pit/mine. Everybody
was taken down to this underground area
and were shown the different training areas.
lan also explained how people could die
from the heat in this type of environment.
He then gave us the chance to explore the
mines area and we all had great fun
climbing over gravel, in and out the
tunnels, down steps under beams, through
tubes with the pit lights on. After this, all
the lights were switched off so that we
could appreciate true darkness. The Cubs
then switched on their headlamps and they
explored just with their lamplight. The
main lights were put back on and we made
our way out of the underground centre.

The evening concluded with a
Questions and Answer session, before
climbing back aboard the minibus and into
the cars to make our way back. A good
evening was had by all.

A big ‘Thank You’ to lan who showed
us around the Mines Rescue Centre and the
parent who accompanied us on the trip.
